Other fundraisers may be proposed, but are subject to approval by the Executive Director prior to being implemented. 
With a team of compassionate and well-trained staff and volunteers, the OSYS is dedicated to serving youth within the ages of 14 to 24 through a harm-reduction philosophy and in a non-judgmental manner.  Volunteers strive to create opportunities for positive change in young lives that may seem otherwise hopeless, fulfilling the OSYS’s vision of “allowing all youth to become productive members of their community.”
Successful OSYS applicants satisfy the following eligibility criteria:
· Must be over the age of 21 (or if under the age of 21, demonstrate exceptional maturity).
· Successfully complete a screening interview and demonstrate maturity and sound character.
· Experience and/or training in fundraising, human resources, event planning is an asset.

· Have a clear Criminal Record Check and Child Welfare Involvement check.
