Volunteers strive to create opportunities for positive change in young lives that may seem otherwise hopeless, fulfilling the OSYS’s vision of “allowing all youth to become productive members of their community.”
Successful OSYS applicants satisfy the following eligibility criteria:
· Successfully complete a screening interview and demonstrate maturity and sound character.
· Sound handle on the English language, including grammar, spelling and syntax.

· Experience and/or education in writing, editing, etc. especially with regards to non-profit grant writing is an asset.

· Have a clear Criminal Record Check and Child Welfare Involvement check.
