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Project Volunteer Description
The Old Strathcona Youth Society (OSYS) is now seeking highly-motivated volunteers who are interested in making a difference in the lives of Edmonton’s high-risk youth.  
Working with a team of dedicated staff and members of the community, project volunteers are responsible for assisting OSYS staff to facilitate specific projects, such as collective kitchen, street hockey, gardening, or workshops on a specific topic of interest or use to the youths that access our agency. These projects can be for as little as 1 hour a week, a 1-3 hour session per month, or up to as much as 4 hours per week. Projects must be approved and signed off on by the Executive Director before being implemented. If proposing a new workshop or program, please be prepared to have a program outline to present in your interview.
With a team of compassionate and well-trained staff and volunteers, the OSYS is dedicated to serving youth within the ages of 14 to 24 through a harm-reduction philosophy and in a non-judgmental manner.  Volunteers strive to create opportunities for positive change in young lives that may seem otherwise hopeless, fulfilling the OSYS’s vision of “allowing all youth to become productive members of their community.”
Successful OSYS applicants satisfy the following eligibility criteria:
· Must be over the age of 21 (or if under the age of 21, demonstrate exceptional maturity).
· Must not have accessed the services of OSYS for a minimum period of one year.
· Successfully complete a screening interview and demonstrate maturity and sound character.
· Have a clear Criminal Record Check and Child Welfare Involvement check.
